Wastewater – A new pH probe was installed and VFD replaced in the digester.  Control boards were ordered for the pretreat system.  
Police – All equipment will be installed and the new 2018 vehicle will be ready for use this month.
Property Standards – Councilman Hanson reported he has met with Jason Sackereiter, owner of Valley Rental & Recycling.  They have reviewed options to offer recycling to the community.  Hanson recommended a subsidy of $1,300. The funds would be utilized to purchase equipment and education.


Councilmen Hanson and Wiener, County Commission Mike Mach and Dolly Lenards spoke on the need and benefits of having a recycling program available.  

A motion was made to subsidize a recycling program at $650 per month.  Motion failed.  Aye: 1, Wiener. Nay: 4, Hanson, Johnson, Hoeke, Grong.


A motion was made and seconded to approve to subsidize a recycling program, $650 per month for two years, contingent on Grant County also subsidize $650.  Motion carried. Aye: 4, Hanson, Grong, Johnson, Wiener. Nay: 1, Hoeke.
