DEPARTMENT REPORTS
Police – The officers are CPR certified.  The AED’s were checked and updated.

Water – The cold temperatures have caused some issues.  Two water main breaks were repaired.  There were eight on the monthly shut off list.  The city is utilizing 100% spring water.  

Street – Pat Ceray, Banner Associates, reviewed layout options for the Main Street project.  The need for a snow removal policy for downtown Main Street was discussed.


Administrator Forman stated the current pla to clean out the ditch through Pribyl Park in early spring will not work due to the equipment to be used.  It will be possible to do later when conditions are dry with different equipment.  We will continue to look for equipment that is GPS enabled in order to provide positive drainage and not create ponding throughout the park.


A motion was made and seconded to approve the transfer of Ron VanHoorn from the wastewater department to the street department by 4/1/19; $20.15. Motion carried 4-0.

Rubble Site – No report.

Finance – A motion was made and seconded to approve the January Treasure’s Report.  Motion carried 4-0.

Wastewater – Control boards were installed in the pretreat system.  The annual biosolids report was filed with the state.
Property Standards – The recycling agreement with Valley Rental & Recycling, LLC was signed.
Planning & Zoning – Jason Krause was nominated as Chairman and Michael Cordingly was nominated as Vice-Chairman of the Planning and Zoning Commission.  No permits were issued in January 2019.
Park – The baseball field lights were moved and reinstalled at Pribyl Park.

July 4, 2010 – Family games & activities, kids fishing contest, fireworks.  
July 13, 2019 – Burnout competition, Q-Fest BBQ competition and rock concert.  
August 2-3, 2019 – Vendors, kid’s inflatables, ski show, car show, corn hole tournament and country concert.  Motion carried 4-0.
