


MILBANK CITY COUNCIL PROCEEDINGS

March 11, 2019

PURSUANT TO DUE CALL AND NOTICE THEREOF, a regular meeting of the City Council was duly held at City Hall at 7:00 PM.  Following members were present: Mayor Pat Raffety.  Councilmen Steve Wiener, Mike Hanson, Evan Grong, James Johnson and Scott Hoeke.   Absent: Joel Foster.  Present from the staff: Attorney Mark Reedstrom, John Forman, Boyd VanVooren, Cynthia Schumacher, Kevin Schuelke, Don Settje, Dick Poppen and Bryan Lambrechts.  Present from the public: Laurie Folk, Holli Seehafer, Brooke Edgar, and Dick Wherry.

Mayor Raffety called the meeting to order, and the roll call was taken.  Councilman Foster was absent.

A motion was made and seconded to approve the minutes of the February 11, 2019 meeting.  Motion carried 5-0.

A public hearing was held for the temporary malt beverage licenses requested by the Milbank Chamber.  Laurie Folk, Chamber Director, was present to address questions.  With no objections, a motion was made and seconded to approve the temporary malt beverage licenses for Saturday, July 13, 2019, 4:00 pm to 11:30 pm. Friday, August 2, 2019, from 4:00 pm to 11:30 pm. Saturday, August 3, 2019, from 11:00 am to 11:30 pm.  Motion carried 5-0.

A motion was made and seconded to approve the Consent Agenda as follows. Motion carried 5-0.
Consent Agenda
1. Authorize the Mayor to sign the Agency Agreement between State of South Dakota Department of Transportation and City of Milbank.  
2. Approve It Only Takes a Spark permit, Lake Farley, June 14-15, 2019.

DEPARTMENT REPORTS
Water – The monthly water report was read.  The city is utilizing 100% spring water.  


Administrator Forman explained the proposed surface water protection agreement. The proposed agreement is for 2019 only. Approximately 65 acres were added to the agreement.  A motion was made and seconded to approve the surface water protection agreement with Noman Moldenhauer Estate, $19,352/377.6 acres.  Motion carried 5-0.   
Street – The monthly water report was read. Administrator Forman stated the Main Street project is scheduled for a mid-April bid letting and be awarded in May.
Rubble Site – No report.

Finance – A motion was made and seconded to approve the February Treasure’s Report.  Motion carried 5-0.


A motion was made and seconded to approve the bills List, ​​​$286,949.02.  Motion 
carried 5-0.


February Salaries: Mayor/Council $1,600; Finance $14,644 Police $25,029; Fire $1,559; Street $12,315; Rubble Site $780; Park $813; Water $5,108; Wastewater $14,051.

Fire – Councilman Grong gave the monthly report. A weather spotter class will start on April 3, 2019.

A motion was made and seconded to add Marshall Greiner to the fire department roster. Motion carried 5-0.

Personnel – The closing date for the wastewater department job posting, has been extended to the end of the month.  
 Housing – No report.
Attorney – Mark Reedstrom gave a status report on the lawsuit.
Airport – The quarterly airport meeting was held. Brooke Edgars, Helms & Associates was present to discuss the airport protection zones. Edgars explained the status of the acquisition of land easements and/or purchases with area landowners.
Wastewater – The monthly report was read.  The first quarterly toxicity test passed.  They are televising Main Street services in preparation for the project.
Police – Residents are urged to use caution at the intersections with the snow piles and to observe barricades on road closures.  Sidewalks in the area of the new school site may need to be addressed.  
Property Standards – The city continues to address issues at 321 Bell Avenue.
Planning & Zoning – No report.
Park – The ice rink is closed for the season.
Adjourn – The next regular meeting will be April 8, 2019, at 7:00 pm. A motion was made and seconded to adjourn.  Motion carried 5-0.
