


MILBANK CITY COUNCIL PROCEEDINGS

April 15, 2019

PURSUANT TO DUE CALL AND NOTICE THEREOF, a regular meeting of the City Council was duly held at City Hall at 7:00 PM.  Following members were present: Mayor Pat Raffety. Mayor Raffety called the meeting to order, and the roll call was taken. Councilman Steve Wiener absent.

A motion was made and seconded to approve the hiring of Ryan Spanton, wastewater maintenance, job grade 4-1, $16.94/hour, effective 4/22/19.  Motion carried 5-0.

Natalie Gauer, representing the recreation task force, recommended the site south and adjacent to Lake Farley.  An architectural design was reviewed showing adequate space for multiple activities. 

Mayor Raffety reviewed the proposed funding sources for the project, phased over three years.


A motion was made and seconded to approve the purchase of approximately 27 acres, south and adjacent to Lake Farley, from Valley Queen Charitable Foundation, $250,000.  Motion carried 4-0, Grong abstained, Wiener absent.
