


MILBANK CITY COUNCIL PROCEEDINGS

April 8, 2019

PURSUANT TO DUE CALL AND NOTICE THEREOF, a regular meeting of the City Council was duly held at City Hall at 7:00 PM.  Following members were present: Mayor Pat Raffety.  Councilmen Steve Wiener, Mike Hanson, Evan Grong, James Johnson, Joel Foster and Scott Hoeke.   Absent: None.  Present from the staff: Attorney Mark Reedstrom, John Forman, Boyd VanVooren, Cynthia Schumacher, Kevin Schuelke, Don Settje, Dick Poppen and Bryan Lambrechts.  Present from the public: Laurie Folk, Holli Seehafer.

Mayor Raffety called the meeting to order, and the roll call was taken. 

A motion was made and seconded to approve the minutes of the March 11, 2019 meeting.  Motion carried 6-0.

DEPARTMENT REPORTS
Water – The monthly water report was read.  The city is utilizing 100% spring water.  


Administrator Forman reviewed proposed revisions to the surface water protection Following discussion, the Council denied the proposed change to the land coverage and agreed to the change to renewal language in the agreement. 
Street – The department is busy patching potholes, blading alleys and street sweeping. The new pickup was ordered from Gesswein Motors, meeting state bid specs and price.   

A motion was made and seconded to approve the permit requested by Valley Queen.  The permit asked to close Main Street, August 2, 2019, 8:00 am to 2:30 pm, from Railway Avenue to Second Avenue for Community Day.  Lunch will be served to the community by Valley Queen, 11:00 am to 1:00 pm.  Another location may need to be utilized depending on the progress of the Main Street Reconstruction Project.  Motion carried 6-0.

Rubble Site – Milbank Clean Up is scheduled for April 27-May 4, 2019.  The rubble site will be open extended hours and free disposal on most approved items, for residents. Residents are reminded that there is no curbside pickup.
Finance – Councilman Grong noted that sales tax for 2019 first quarter is up 15% approximately, over 2018.


A motion was made and seconded to approve the March Treasure’s Report.  Motion carried 6-0.

A motion was made and seconded to approve the bills List, ​​​$171,280.87.  Motion 
carried 6-0.

A motion was made and seconded to approve the annual report and forward it to SD DLA.  Motion carried 6-0.

Airport –Administrator Forman stated work continues to secure land purchase or easements. He has received one verbal agreement.
Wastewater –They passed the toxicity test at 100%.  The chlorine basin was cleaned and ready to being chlorinating May 1.  Residents are asked to remove sump pumps from the sanitary sewer system starting May 1.  

A motion was made and seconded to accept the resignation of Tyler Borns, effective 4/12/19.  Motion carried 6-0.
Police – The Officers have been busy with training and speaking at the high school. 

A motion was made and seconded to post all City parking lots with a maximum parking limit of 12 hours.

Property Standards – The Officers will be conducting a sweep of the City for property standards issues, expired vehicles, appliances, garbage, etc.  

Planning & Zoning – At the recommendation of the Planning & Zoning Commission, a motion was made and seconded to approve Resolution 4-8-19, Plat of Lots 5, 6, and 7, Stengel Subdivision.  Motion carried 6-0.
