


MILBANK CITY COUNCIL PROCEEDINGS

May 13, 2019

PURSUANT TO DUE CALL AND NOTICE THEREOF, a regular meeting of the City Council was duly held at City Hall at 7:00 PM.  Following members were present: Mayor Pat Raffety.  Councilmen Steve Wiener, Evan Grong, James Johnson, Joel Foster, and Scott Hoeke.   Absent: Mike Hanson.  Present from the staff: Attorney Mark Reedstrom, John Forman, Cynthia Schumacher, Don Settje, Dick Poppen and Bryan Lambrechts. Mayor Raffety called the meeting to order, and the roll call was taken. 

Mayor Raffety read the Mayoral Proclamation.

WHEREAS:
The South Dakota Law Enforcement Torch Run is a grass roots fund raising campaign to raise awareness and funds for the Special Olympics South Dakota programs; and

WHEREAS:
The Special Olympics program is a year-round athletic competition in which over 2,500 individuals with disabilities from South Dakota compete in various athletic events; and 

WHEREAS:
In 2018, the Torch Run event and other fund-raising activities raised over $602,880 for Special Olympics South Dakota; and

WHEREAS:
The 2019 Law Enforcement Torch Run in Milbank on May 14th honors the Special Olympics athletes from Milbank participating in the 2019 State Summer Games May 16th – 18th.

A core group of runners from around the state will finish at the Game’s Opening Ceremony in Vermillion, South Dakota on Thursday, May 16th, 2019.

One bid was received for the North Main Street project.  The bid was over the engineer’s estimate.  The bid and scope of the project are being reviewed.  No action was taken.

RESOLUTION TO VACATE PUBLIC PROPERTY


WHEREAS, the City Council, City of Milbank, Grant County, South Dakota, has authorized the City Administrator to give notice by publication pursuant to SDCL 9-45-08, of intent to vacate a portion of a public street in the City of Milbank and appointed the Milbank Planning and Zoning Commission to conduct a public hearing and investigation.  Notice of said public hearing was given in the Grant County Review on April 24, 2019 and May 1, 2019.


WHEREAS, the Planning and Zoning Commission did investigate and held a public hearing on May 6, 2019 hearing the testimony and evidence of the attending public.  A motion was made and approved during the Planning and Zoning meeting to recommend the vacation of the public alley described as the one block portion running in a north-south direction through Block 36, Original Townsite, City of Milbank, bordered on the north by Third Avenue and on the south by Fourth Avenue.  

THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the City Council of the City of Milbank does hereby grant the vacation of the above-described alley.
