


MILBANK CITY COUNCIL PROCEEDINGS

June 10, 2019

PURSUANT TO DUE CALL AND NOTICE THEREOF, a regular meeting of the City Council was duly held at City Hall at 7:00 PM.  Following members were present: Mayor Pat Raffety.  Councilmen Steve Wiener, Evan Grong, James Johnson, Joel Foster, and Mike Hanson.   Absent: Scott Hoeke.  Present from the staff: Attorney Mark Reedstrom, John Forman, Cynthia Schumacher, Boyd VanVooren, Don Settje, Dick Poppen, and Bryan Lambrechts. Mayor Raffety called the meeting to order, and the roll call was taken.

A motion was made and seconded to approve the minutes of the May 13 and May 22, 2019 meetings.  Motion carried 5-0.
DEPARTMENT REPORTS
Water – Councilman Wiener gave the monthly report.  The city is utilizing 100% spring water.  

Street – A motion was made and seconded to approve the bid submitted by Bituminous Paving Inc. for asphalt milling, $1.75/sq. yd.  Only one bid was received.  Motion carried 5-0.

Curb and gutter have been installed on Main Street and Fifth Avenue.  The contractor is working on sidewalks and electrical conduit for the street lights. A motion was made, seconded and carried, to remove the green space on the north end of the project.  

A motion was made and seconded to approve the indemnity agreement between the City and Valley Queen Cheese Factory Inc. during the reconstruction of the alley west of Main Street, between Third Avenue and Railway Avenue. Motion carried 5-0.
Rubble Site – No report.
Finance – A motion was made and seconded to approve the May Treasure’s Report.  Motion carried 5-0.

Following discussion, a motion was made and seconded to approve bills list, 225,353.54. Motion carried 5-0.


A motion was made and seconded to approve the renewal malt beverage/SD wine license application for Comes Investments Inc., Pizza Hut.  Motion carried 5-0.


A motion was made and seconded to approve the second reading of Ordinance 821 – 2019 Supplemental Budget.  Motion carried by roll call vote, 5-0.


The implementation of a purchasing policy was discussed.  
 
Salaries: Mayor/Council $1,600; Finance $14,808 Police $25,278; Fire $1,559; Street $14,337; Rubble Site $906; Park $1,264 Water $5,913 Wastewater $12,104.

Fire – Councilman Grong gave the monthly report. Several members attended state fire school in Mitchell.  

A motion was made and seconded to approve the second reading of Ordinance 820 – Outside Fires.  Motion carried by roll call vote, 5-0.
Personnel – No report.  
 Housing – No report.
Attorney – Attorney Reedstrom stated the closing will be Friday for Lot 1 and Lot 1A, Valley Queen Lake Farley Addition.
Airport – Attorney Reedstrom is preparing a purchase agreement on one parcel in regards to the land acquisition project.  The land is funded by 95% federal funds, 5% state funds and 5% local funds.
Wastewater – The monthly report was read.  The second quarter toxicity test results were passing.  The gas meters were calibrated, pumps are being rehabbed and replaced the air conditioner in the pretreat control room.
Police – The officers have been busy with DARE graduation, events at the area preschools and driver’s education.  A state qualification firearms training was held last week.
Property Standards – Administrator Forman stated that several property standard letters had been sent out.

A motion was made and seconded to approve the first reading of Ordinance 823 Nuisances-Snow on Sidewalks.  Motion carried by roll call vote, 5-0.


A motion was made and seconded to approve the first reading of Ordinance 824 Removal of Ice and Snow from Sidewalks. Motion carried by roll call vote, 5-0.


A motion was made and seconded to approve the first reading of Ordinance 825 Overgrown Vegetation-Notice.  Motion carried by roll call vote, 5-0.

Planning & Zoning – Councilman Hanson reported a variance was granted to Kirk Baldwin for the construction of an oversized accessory structure (24’ X 48’) at 903 S 2nd St.

A variance was granted to Wayne Grabow for a second detached accessory structure at 304 E 8th Ave. 


A variance was granted to Scott Jackson for the construction of an oversized accessory structure (50’ X 36’) at 707 S Viola St.


A motion was made and seconded to approve the first reading of Ordinance 822 Board of Adjustment Voting Requirements.  Motion carried by roll call vote, 5-0.
